The more books we are able to sell up front, the more flexibility our staff will have in planning additional
features and color for the 2018-2019 book. If you are planning to buy a book, we ask that you try to do it during
orientation and save yourself a few dollars and help us out at the same time.

May be waist-up (not full length)

Use of hands and other props should be
minimal as they distract from you!

Unacceptable: will need to be changed to be included
